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(P51 1)
It is no good, for instance, answering in general terms to questions like who is prone to get
cancer. It ends up with a generalization, such as, “Tobacco isn’t good for you.”

(gt 2)
When you are asked something like who is likely to suffer cancer, it is useless to give a general
answer. All you can say is “Tobacco does you harm,” and that lacks effectiveness.

(F51 3)
For example, some people may ask you what kind of person is likely to develop cancer, but it’s
no use giving a detailed answer. You end up providing a general idea, like “Smoking isn’t good

for your health.”
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
