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To educate young people to become aware of confirmation bias and avoid falling victim to it, there
are three points | would like to mention. First, it would be a good idea to teach youngsters to make it
a habit not to form an idea aobut something[anything] hurriedly. Second, it would also be desirable
to teach them to ponder their idea on a regular basis and to make sure their idea is open to any
opposing idea(s). Third, have them read this passage and understand the fragility of one’s idea(s).
By employing these measures, confirmation biases can be avoided.
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
